Visit to Alton Towers  

On Friday 13th July, we will be taking Year 8 students to Alton Towers as a reward for their hard work 

throughout the year. Students will need to arrive at school as normal but will return to school at 

approximately 6.00 pm (depending on traffic).  The cost of this trip will be £25.50. All students should 

bring with them a packed lunch and a drink or, if they prefer, they can purchase food on site (though 

food prices tend to be high).  School uniform is not required but pupils should be suitably and sensibly 

dressed and be mindful of the weather conditions. 

Your child should bring with them a high factor sun cream and a hat, in line with our school policy 

relating to care in the sun. 

On this occasion, students can also bring their mobile ‘phone with them to contact each other in the 

theme park and for us to contact them, if necessary.  If they do bring their ‘phone, we will ask for their 

number just for use on that day for safeguarding purposes. Numbers will be shredded afterwards.  

Please note, though, that school cannot be responsible for loss or damage to ‘phones which are brought 

along on the day. It is the responsibility of individual children to take care of their ‘phone and other 

belongings. 

Staff will be available to the students during the day either by phone or at the designated meeting point.  

The pupils are reminded they must follow all safety guidance for each ride and their movement around 

the site.

¶ Students can wear their red top or new PE fleece (boys) or black sweater or new PE fleece (girls) 

and dark tracksuit bottoms, if the teacher deems it cold enough to wear them (hopefully, 

warmer weather will be with us for the rest of the academic year.  

¶ Kit organisation and issues regarding kit continue to cause disruption to PE lessons. Organisation 

has improved with some students; however, some students are relying on borrowing kit instead 

of organising themselves.
